Regenerated Hope is committed to transparency in situations where a director, officer, or affiliated entity may have a financial or governance relationship connected to organizational activities.
In such instances:
· All material facts are disclosed to the Board of Directors.
· The interested individual does not participate in deliberation or voting.
· Independent board members review the terms for fairness and alignment with mission.
· Transactions are evaluated at documented fair market value.
· Formal approval is recorded in board minutes.
These procedures ensure that all agreements are conducted at arm’s length and in the best interest of the organization and its charitable purpose.

Recusal & Independent Review Protocol
When a potential conflict of interest arises, the affected individual formally recuses themselves from discussion and decision-making.
The remaining disinterested directors:
· Review all relevant documentation,
· Seek outside professional counsel when appropriate,
· Evaluate financial and governance implications,
· And approve or decline the matter by independent vote.
This protocol protects organizational independence, preserves public trust, and reinforces fiduciary duties of care, loyalty, and obedience.
